Congregation of our Lord Jesus Christ,

Institution

As congregation of the Lord Jesus Christ, we are here together to declare his death, according to his commandment: And as they were eating, Jesus took bread, blessed and broke it, and gave it to the disciples and said, “take eat; this is My body”. Then He took the cup, and gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, “Drink from it, all of you. For this is My blood of the new covenant, which is shed for many for the remission of sins. But I say to you, I will not drink of this fruit of the vine from now on  until that day when I drink it new with you in my Father’s kingdom” (Math 26:26-29).
Remembrance

At the Lord’s Table, we remember with thankfulness how our Lord Jesus Christ sacrificed His body and blood for us on the cross. This sacrifice assures us of his great love; because He gave Himself in death for sinners who genuinely confess they are but nothing before God. He fills us with thankfulness and joy; because through his death, we receive life.

We celebrate this salvation together as brothers and sisters of one family in this spiritual feast. At the table we are refreshed and encouraged through Christ and our salvation is made visible. He strengthens our faith through the Holy Spirit. We shall serve the Lord in our daily life with even more gladness and thankfulness.

Admonition and invitation

The Lord’s Supper is full of forgiveness and joy but we cannot make use of it casually or faithlessly. The Lord asks that we genuinely recognise our guilt. He is angry with all those who do not repent daily and if we then still take part in the celebration of the Lord’s Supper, His wrath mounts up against us.

Search yourself, therefore, take care how you partake. Come to the table with a sincere heart. Receive the bread and wine, and rejoice at your salvation through the Lord Jesus.

Prayer

Lord, our God and Father, we thank you sincerely for the gift of the Lord’s Supper. At this table we think on the sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Christ, your Son. We thank you for the great love you have shown to us in Him.

We pray Lord for a true heart as we partake of the Lord’s Supper. We thank you for the community that we share with one another in the church. Grant Lord, that we love one another in deed. We ask these things, Lord in the name of Jesus Christ, our Lord.

Confession of Faith

(Apostles Creed or Niceaen Creed, sung or spoken)

Exhortation

This bread and this wine represent the body and blood of the Lord Jesus. Let us therefore, lift up our hearts to Him, our Lord, who is both King of heaven and the host at this table.

Communion

The bread that we break is the communion with the body of Christ. The cup with wine, the cup of thankfulness, is the communion with the blood of Christ.

Take this bread and this cup, eat and drink, remember and believe that our Lord Jesus gave His body and blood for the complete atonement for all our sins.

(During the communion, vocal and/or instrumental music is possible)

Thanksgiving

Let us praise the Lord with thanks for His gifts to us. Christ died for us while we were yet sinners. In this, God shows us just how much He loves us. Now that we are made righteous through His death, we can be even more certain, thanks to Him, that we will be saved from condemnation. We were enemies of God but we are reconciled to Him again through the death of His Son. Now that we are reconciled with Him, we can be certain that we will be saved through the life of His Son.

Prayer of Thanks

Lord our God, we thank you most sincerely that in this Supper we were able to remember and confess, the death of Jesus Christ. We thank you that He died, so that we might live. Now that you have strengthened our faith in this celebration, we pray that we might serve you with a righteous heart in faith and joy throughout our lives. We ask this through Jesus Christ, our Lord. Amen.
